Here are some updates from the AMS Assembly meeting on October 5 at City Hall:

Ontario Undergraduate Student Alliance (OUSA):

Last year AMS Assembly resolved to put OUSA, our external lobby organization, on probation.
The Special Committee on External Alignment was struck again to continue the review process of OUSA.
Given the potential for the AMS to leave OUSA, their goal is to make sure that policy around alignment,
as well as renewal and termination of membership, is clear. The AMS amended the policy to do the
following:

1. Clearly outline that a failure to renew results in termination.

2. Clarify that the termination process is a way to terminate membership outside of the regular
triennial review and renewal process.

3. Allow for a petition as a means to commence the termination process.

Clarify the threshold required in a campus-wide referendum.
5. Require that the Special Committee on External Alignment shall submit a report, rather than a

report being recommended.
Club Grants:

E

AMS Assembly voted in favour of the policy change to Section 7, Part E: Club Grants will see the
addition of the Clubs Bursary program and the New Clubs Grant, as well as amendments to the current
Club Grants. The Clubs Bursary program started in Winter 2016 and has proved to be an immense
benefit for students looking to attend club events and/or initiatives but face financial barriers. The Clubs
Office would like to continue providing this support so all students are able to enjoy different
opportunities on campus.

The New Clubs Grant will introduce financial aid for newly ratified clubs. This grant is intended
to help with starting costs so that clubs are able to promote themselves on campus to gain students to
join as members. The addition of this grant to the office will provide more support for our new clubs as
they find their place on campus.

Appendix: Elections Clean Up (A)

From the CESA Constitution

4.04 Nominations
4.04.01 All nominees shall be ordinary members of the Association.

4.04.02 Nomination forms shall be made available at the Con-Ed Office from the first day of the
nomination period until the last day of nomination period.

4.04.03 Candidates running for the positions of Executive Administrator, Senator, AMS

Representative(s), Academic-Affairs-CommissionerEquity-Atfairs-Commissioner; Alumni
Representative(s), or ESS-Representative-to-CESA Q-CESA Representative shall each submit a nomination
form, completed with the signatures and student numbers of ten (10) members of the Association, to
the CEO by the end of the nomination period.

4.04.04 Candidate teams running for the positions of Year Representatives must submit a nomination
form, completed with the signatures and student numbers of ten (10) members of the Association, to
the CEO by the end of the nomination period.

4.04.05 Candidates running for the positions of President, Vice President (Internal), Vice President
(External) shall submit one (1) nomination form, completed with signatures and student numbers of
seventy-five (75) members of the Association, to the CEO by the end of the nomination period.

4.04.06 Candidates may nominate themselves.

4.04.07 All members of the Council, with the exception of the CEQ, shall be permitted to nominate
candidates.

4.04.08 Nominations shall be permitted to take place in the Con-Ed Office.

4.04.09 An Election Information Meeting shall be hosted by CEO previous to the first day of the
campaign period.

4.04.10 All candidates shall be responsible for understanding and abiding by the contents of Article 4 of
this Constitution and the Elections Policy Manual.

4.04.11 Should a candidate currently hold a position on Council or Extended Council, he-ershe-they shall
take a leave of absence from that position in order to be permitted to campaign in the CESA, ASUS, or
AMS elections, or any other election in which they he-ershe-is are eligible.

4.04.12 In the event of a leave of absence, the following regulations shall take effect at 11:59 p.m. on
the final day of the nomination period:
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(a) Candidates are prohibited from performing ferthe-dutiesand

associated-duties-oftheir any responsibilities related to their position on
CESA Council and Extended Council and their respective job descriptions, as

described in-Seetion-5-03-ef in-the Job Description Policy Manual. This includes, but is not
limited to, hosting an event or meeting, inadditionte-as well as communicating with members
of CESA in their capacity as members of Council or Extended Council. Exeeptions-ireclude

(b) Candidates shall be prohibited from using any Association resources available by
virtue of holding a position on the Council to assist their campaign in any way.

(c) Candidates shall be permitted to speak of their positions in terms of their previous
experiences. While discussing their experiences they may not, however, advertise any event
that they are currently planning as a member of the Council.

(d) All duties of candidates shall be assumed or delegated by the Umbrella Head.

(e) Candidates shall be reinstated into their previous Council positions at 11:59pm on the day
after voting ends after the election results have been announced.

4.04.13 Should an elected position not be filled by the close of the nomination period, the position will
be elected during Fall Elections as described in Article 4 of the Elections Policy Manual.

4.04.14 A nominee may withdraw their candidacy at any time during the nomination or campaign
period. A notice of withdrawal shall be given in written form to the CEO at the time of withdrawal.

4.04.15 No individual is ellglble to be a candidate in an Association election |f they are 5|multaneously
running #A
eligible-other elections on campus.

4.05 Campaigning
4.05.01 All campaigning is subject to the discretion of the CEO and the Executive.

4.05.02 Campaigning is defined as any activity that, in and of itself, serves to publicize or promote an
individual or team's candidacy in an Association election.

4.05.03 Candidates running for the positions of President, Vice President (Internal) and Vice President
(External) shall campaign as a team, subject to Subsection 2.02.10. This includes, but is not limited to,
posters, websites, class talks, platforms, etc. No variance of this campaign format shall be permitted.

4.05.04 Candidates running for the positions of Executive Administrator, Senator, AMS

Representative(s), Academic-Affairs-CommissionerEquity-Atfairs-Commissioner-Alumni

Representative(s), or Q-CESA representative, shall campaign as individuals. This
includes, but is not limited to, posters, websites, class talks, platforms, etc. No
variance of this campaign format shall be permitted.

4.05.05 Candidates running for the positions of Year Representatives shall campaign as a team. This
includes, but is not limited to, posters, websites, class talks, platforms, etc. No variance of this campaign
format shall be permitted.

4.05.06 Campaign materials shall abide by Article 3 of the Election Policy Manual.
4.05.07 Campaigning of any form shall not commence until 12:00 a.m. of the first campaigning day.

4.05.08 The contents and methods of campaigning shall be above reproach. Candidates shall not
misrepresent the character or policies of other candidates.

4.05.09 Candidates shall not make statements that they know are untrue.

4.05.10 No form of campaigning shall take place in any AMS service including, but not restricted to, any
campus pub, behind the Walkhome Counter, or inside the AMS offices.

4.05.11 Campaigning shall be permitted in line-ups but shall not occur beyond the point where patrons
are requested to provide identification or payment for entrance.

4.05.12 No form of campaigning in the CESA, ASUS or AMS elections shall take place in, or immediately
outside, the Con-Ed Office. This includes, but is not limited to the issuing of platform statements,
distribution or posting of promotional materials or candidate information, any discussion of or on behalf
of a candidate, or the emailing of any campaign related issues.

4.05.13 No form of campaigning shall take place at any Association event. This includes, but is not
limited to, Charity Events, Socials, Conference, Formal, and Workshops. Candidatesrunning-in-the-CESA;

4.05.14 No candidate may advertise through any campus media including, but not limited to, CFRC, the
B.Ed Spread, The Journal or Golden Words.

(a) Candidates are permitted to be interviewed by The Journal for an article if all candidates for
the position are contacted.

4.05.15 No unsolicited campaigning shall be permitted in the student housing area. In particular,
campaign or promotional materials may not be distributed to mailboxes, nor shall any form of door to-
door campaigning be permitted.

4.05.16 No room-to-room campaigning in residence shall be permitted.

4.05.17 All campaigning shall cease by 11:59 p.m. of the day prior to the first day of elections.
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4.06 Ballots

4.06.01 On each ballot, the following shall appear:
(a) the heading “Concurrent Education Students’ Association”,

(b) the surnames and given name(s) of each candidate in alphabetical order for each respective
position,

(c) the dates of the election,
(d) the number of candidates each voter may or must vote for.

4.06.02 The Executive positions of President, Vice President (Internal), and Vice-President (External)
shall be voted for as a team.

4.06.03 The positions of Executive Administrator, Senator, AMS Representative(s), AcademicAtfairs
CommissionerEquity-Affairs-Commissioner; Alumni Representative(s), and Q-CESA Representative shall

be voted for individually.

4.06.04 The Year Representative positions shall be voted for as a team by their respective year.

4.07 Votes of Confidence

4.07.01 Should only one candidate or candidate team be nominated for a position, a vote of confidence
shall be required before the candidate or candidate team is considered acclaimed.

4.07.02 Any votes of confidence shall take place by ballot on the predetermined voting days.

4.07.03 Each vote of confidence will take the form, “Do you have confidence in (Surname, Given Name
of candidate) to serve as (Position) for the CESA Council (Years)?”

4.07.04 A vote of confidence shall contain boxes for both yes and no responses.

4.07.05 In order for a vote of confidence to pass, it will require the affirmation of more than fifty (50)
percent of voters.

4.08 Ballot Counting and Announcements

4.08.01 Each question on the ballot shall be considered to be a separate ballot, notwithstanding that it
may be on the same ballot. That is, should a ballot be spoiled for one question, the other questions shall
be considered separately, and shall not be automatically deemed spoiled by virtue of being on the same
ballot as the spoiled question.

4.08.02 Any ballot, which is spoiled or rejected, including a blank ballot, shall be considered in the total
number of ballots cast.
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4.08.03 The CEO shall receive the voting percentages.

(a) The voting percentages for all Executive team and Executive Administrator
candidates shall be made publically available on the website.

4.08.04 In the event of a tie, the CEO shall open the sealed ballot as described in 4.02.01(m) in the
presence of the President to determine the victor.

4.09 Complaints, and Disqualifications

4.09.01 Complaints regarding the violation of election policy shall be brought to the attention of the
CEO.

4.09.02 Complaints shall be in writing and may be brought forward at any time during the campaigning
period and voting days, but no later than seventy-two (72) hours after the final poll closes.

4.09.03 In response to receiving a complaint, the CEO shall meet with the accused candidate(s) to
discuss the allegations. The Executive may also be present at this meeting.

4.09.04 After three (3) minor infractions of Article 4 of this Constitution or the Elections Policy Manual,
which shall be at the discretion of the CEO, the CEO and the Executive shall decide on a course of action
and if necessary, do so in consultation with the AMS Election Team. Courses of action may include:

(a) The offending party may be disqualified from the Association election as a result of the
offence they have he-ershe-has committed. This ruling shall be based on the severity of the
offence and the extent to which the offence has compromised the election. This ruling shall be
at the discretion of the CEO.

4.09.05 In the event of a disqualification, the offending party shall be removed from the ballot. The
offending party shall have twenty-four (24) hours from the time of disqualification to remove all
campaign materials.

4.09.06 Disqualification is subject to appeal to the AMS Judicial Committee and shall be handled in
accordance with the AMS Constitution.

4.09.07 Any appeals by candidates shall be made within seventy-two (72) hours of the election results
being announced. No appeals shall be permitted after this point in time.

From the CESA Elections Policy Manual

ARTICLE 1. ELECTIONS MEETINGS
1.01 Election Information Meeting
1.01.01 The CEO shall,

(a) book a room for the Election Information Meeting,

(b) notify all Association members of the Election Information Meeting before  the first day of
the nomination period,

(c) announce via email all of the registered candidates and the positions for which they are
running on the first day of the campaign period,

1.01.02 An Election Information Meeting shall take place before the nomination period begins, during
which the CEO shall:

(a) review all of the important election dates,

(b) ensure all candidates have the most recent version of the Elections Policy

Manual and Article 4 of the Constitution,

(c) review the Elections Policy Manual and Article 4 of the Constitution,

(d) answer any questions with concern to the Elections Policy Manual and Article 4 of the
Constitution,

(e) provide their contact information for further questioning of the Elections

Policy Manual and Article 4 of the Constitution,

(f) review and clarify sanctions.

1.02 Candidates Forum
1.02.01 The Candidates Forum shall be hosted by the CEO at least three days prior to the end of the
campaign period.
1.02.02 The CEO shall notify all Association members of the Candidates Forum on the first day of the
campaign period. This email shall also contain the structure of the meeting.
1.02.03 The Candidates forum is mandatory for all individual candidates, and at least one member of a
candidate team. Should a candidate be unable to attend due to extenuating circumstances, they may
send a proxy in their stead.
(a) Proxies may read an opening statement for their respective candidate, but may not take part
in the question period.
(b) The validity of extenuating circumstances shall be at the discretion of the CEO.
1.02.04 The structure of the meeting at the Candidates Forum shall be at the discretion of the CEO.
1.02.05 The candidates for each respective position shall speak in alphabetical order according to their
last names.
1.02.06 Each candidate shall begin with an opening statement.
1.02.07 Each Executive candidate team shall be allowed ten (10) minutes for their joint opening
statement.
1.02.08 Each candidate running for the position of Executive Administrator shall be allowed five (5)
minutes for an opening statement.
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1.02.09 Each candidate running for the positions of Freasurer, Q-CESA
Representative, Alumni Representative or an individual running a CESA Referendum
question shall be allowed three (3) minutes for an opening statement.

1.02.10 Each candidate team running for the positions of Year Representatives shall be allowed three (3)
minutes for their joint opening statement.

1.02.11 Once all of the opening statements have been completed for a specific position, the question
period for the individuals running for that position shall commence.

1.02.12 This forum is not a debate and as such, candidates may not ask questions of other candidates
running for the same position.

1.02.13 All questions shall be addressed to all candidates running for the same position.

1.02.14 The number of questions taken shall be at the discretion of the CEO.

1.02.15 Each candidate or candidate team shall be allowed one (1) minute to answer each question.
1.02.16 The order in which the candidates answer the questions shall alternate for every question asked
beginning with the first candidate who spoke.

ARTICLE 2. CAMPAIGNING
2.01 Class Talks
2.01.01 Any classroom appearance shall be cleared through the Professor or Lecturer in advance of the
scheduled time, proof of which must be forwarded or sent to the CEO.

(a) This contact may be made during the nomination period.
2.01.02 All content shall be consistent with previously approved campaign material and shall be-above
reproach-not convey negative messages or sentiments towards other candidates.
2.01.03 Class talks shall be no more than five (5) minutes in length.
2.01.04 The distribution of campaign paraphernalia shall be permitted during class talks, to those
individuals who request it.
2.02 Platform E-Mail
2.02.01 Platforms of all the candidates shall be collected and approved by the CEO by the first day of the
campaign period. The Executive Administrator may be consulted as needed throughout this approval
process.
2.02.02 Each platform email shall be no more than 600 words.
2.02.03 Notwithstanding Subsection 2.02.02, the Executive candidates’ platform email shall be no more
than 1000 words.
2.02.04 The CEO shall send the platform email to all Concurrent Education students at least two days
prior to the candidates forum.
2.02.05 This email shall contain a reminder about the Candidates Forum as well as the dates and times
of the vete voting days.

ARTICLE 3. CAMPAIGN MATERIALS
3.01 Campaign Materials
3.01.01 Campaign materials are defined as any items that inand-efthemselves intentionally publicize
and/or promote a candidate or candidate team.
(a) Posters
i) Candidates shall be permitted to print a maximum of twenty-five (25)
posters.
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ii) Poster size shall not exceed 11 inches by 17 inches. Fhe

regarcless-of postersize:
iii) Prior to display, all posters shall be approved by the bodies
appropriate to the desired display location such as MCRC, JDUC,
Libraries, etc.
(b) Stickers
i) No candidate shall use promotional stickers while campaigning.
(c) Websites
i) Candidates are permitted to launch campaign websites, which may remain up and
available throughout the campaign and voting periods.

iit) Website content shall not be altered or deleted after 8:00 p.m. on the
final day of campaigning.
(d) E-mail

i) Emails to Con-Ed students regarding a promotion of an individual’s or group’s
candidacy, as well as reminders to vote, are prohibited.
ii) Candidates may only use email as a medium through which to campaign if they are
directly responding to an individual’s query. Such responses can only be replied back to
the individual who sent the query to the Candidate(s).
iii) The right to send mass emails regarding elections is reserved solely for

the CEO.

(e) Social Media
i) Candidates are permitted to launch campaign materials on social media platforms,
including but not limited to Facebook, Instagram, and Twitter, at the discretion of the
CEO.
ii) Social media content shall not be altered or deleted by candidates after 8:00 pm on
the final day of campaigning.
iii) All social media pages and their content must be approved by the CEO prior to being
made public on the first day of campaigning; however the CEO does not need to
approve each individual post, as long as the post does not contain any new campaign
materials, as defined in 3.01.01.
iv) The CEO shall be made an ‘Administrator’ on social media accounts
and pages, whenever possible, before they are made public
v) notwithstanding 3.01.01 e) iv), the CEO reserves the right to delete, or request the
deletion of posts with incorrect elections information or other violations of the Elections
Policy Manual.
3.01.02 Campaign materials may be readied prepared before the campaigning period begins, but shall
not be displayed until the first day of the campaigning period.
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3.01.03 New campaign materials may be developed during the campaign period,
but still must be approved by the CEO prior to its distribution.
3.01.034 All graphic campaign materials shall be approved by the CEO and the
Executive prior to printing.
3.01.045 No candidate or candidate team may spend more than $20.00 on campaigning. This limit
includes any external sources of funding.

(a) All bills shall be saved and presented at the end of the campaign period to

prove that candidate or candidate team spending did not exceed $20.00.
3.01.056 Candidates shall be reimbursed for their campaign materials or spending. 3.01.067 Candidates
shall not interfere in any manner with the campaign materials of other candidates.
3.01.068 No campaign materials shall be placed on trees, utility poles or off campus.
3.01.079 Notwithstanding subsection 3.01.01(c) and 3.01.01(e), eaehk-all candidates shall be required to

remove all of their campaign election materials produced-on-theirbehalfforthepurposesofelection-by
8:00 p.m. on the last day of campaigning.

ARTICLE 4. FALL ELECTIONS
4.01 The Fall Elections shall follow a modified election policy as outlined below for the positions of First
Year Representative to the AMS, First Year Representatives, and those positions deemed applicable
under Section 4.10.05.02 of the CESA Constitution.
4.02 The CEO shall:
(a) Inform all Association members of the available positions via the Association website, an
email sent via the Listserv, the Frosh Handbook, and an announcement during Frosh Week,
preferably at Academics on West and/or the CESA Pizza Lunch.
4.03 An Election Information Meeting shall take place before the nomination period begins, during
which the CEO shall:
(a) review all of the important election dates,
(b) review the Elections Policy Manual and Article 4 of the Constitution,
(c) answer any questions with concern to the Elections Policy Manual and Article 4 of the
Constitution,
(d) provide their contact information for further questioning of the Elections
Policy Manual and Article 4 of the Constitution,
(e) make nomination forms available.
4.04 The nomination period shall extend from the time of the distribution of nomination forms until the
end of the first week of class, at which time nomination forms will be due to the CEO.
4.06 Campaigning will begin at 12:00 a.m. of the first campaigning day, which shall proceed in
accordance with Articles 2 and 3 of this document and Article 4 of the Constitution.
4.07 All first year elected positions shall be elected by first year students notwithstanding the First Year
Rep to the AMS who shall be elected by all members of the Association.
4.08 Notwithstanding the above, the Elections Policy Manual and Article 4 of the Constitution shall be
followed.
